



Where Is The Logic?
Human behavior is an area beyond my expertise.  However when it comes to worshiping God the Christian community in my humble opinion is filled with extremely illogical people. I base my opinion strictly on the actions of those who profess their love for Jesus in comparison to what the scriptures say. The purpose of this lesson is to point out some of the disparities between what people say and what they actually do when it comes to Jesus. Christians are quick to profess their love, faith and belief in Jesus yet their actions belie this. Now we know that people are equipped with basic math skills. Transactions are conducted on a daily basis which involves simple addition and subtraction otherwise our society would not function the way it does. Having established that, if you tell an individual that 2 plus 2 equals 5 he or she will look at you like you are crazy and rightfully so I might add. But you will have that same individual let a minister tell them that Jesus died on Good Friday and rose early Sunday morning. It is impossible to get 3 days and 3 nights from Friday to early Sunday morning. Now Jesus Himself said when asked for a sign by the scribes and Pharisees that He would be in the grave 3 days and 3 nights.

Matthews 12:39 but he answered and said unto them, An evil and adulterous generation seeketh after a sign; and there shall no sign be given to it, but the sign of the prophet Jonas:

40 For as Jonas was three days and three nights in the whale’s belly; so shall the Son of man be three days and three nights in the heart of the earth.

Now as I stated people know simple math. Jesus said that He would be in the grave 3 days and 3 nights, adding the days and nights comes to a total of 6. Yet the majority of ministers teach that Jesus was in the grave 1 day and 2 nights, which comes to a total of 3. There is no math known to man that will allow you to get 3 days and 3 nights from Friday night to early Sunday morning. The most you can get is Friday night and Saturday night for 2 nights and Saturday day for 1 day. You must count Sunday because the ministers say Jesus rose early Sunday morning. By observing good Friday and Easter you are saying one of two things, one that 3 somehow is now equal to 6 or that Jesus really did not mean what He said when He specifically expressed how long He would be in the grave. Now no one can tell or convince you that 2 plus 2 equals 5 yet one will readily accept the word of a minister by following the tradition of good Friday and Easter that 3 is equal to 6. Now where is the logic in that? The following scriptures will show that Jesus was in the grave 3 days and 3 nights just as He said He would be.

Jesus died on the Passover which is the day before the Feast of Unleavened bread. The Passover is also at times referred to as the preparation day, because people use that day to prepare for the feast. Two points one should keep in mind is first that The Feast of Unleavened Bread is a High Sabbath and secondly that a day with the Lord is from even to even.

JESUS DIES ON THE PASSOVER
John 19:30 When Jesus therefore had received the vinegar, he said, It is finished: and he bowed his head, and gave up the ghost.

31 The Jews therefore, because it was the preparation, that the bodies should not remain upon the cross on the sabbath day, (for that sabbath was an high day,) besought Pilate that their legs be broken, and that they might be taken away.

This was why the Roman Catholic Church came up with Jesus dying on Good Friday and raising early Sunday morning. They knew the Lord’s Sabbath was Saturday. But they did not take into account the High Sabbaths. As stated, Jesus died on the Passover and was put into His grave right before the start of the Sabbath which was the Feast of Unleavened Bread not the weekly Sabbath.

Matthew 27: 57 when the even was come, there came a rich man of Arimathaea, named Joseph, who also himself was Jesus’ disciple:

58 And when joseph had taken the body, he wrapped it in a clean linen cloth,

60 And laid it in his own new tomb, which he had hewn out in the rock: and he rolled a great stone to the door of the sepulchre, and departed.

Mark 16:1 And when the sabbath was past, Mary Magdalene, and Mary the mother of James, and Salome, had brought sweet spices, that they might come and anoint him.

In summation, Jesus was crucified on the Passover. He went into the grave right before the start of the Feast of Unleavened Bread. He was in the grave Wednesday Night, Thursday Day and Thursday Night, Friday Day and Friday Night and Saturday Day. He came out the grave right before the end of the Sabbath, before the new day came in. Remember, when Mary Magdalene got to the grave it was still dark and she was told that Jesus had already risen.

THE LORD=S SUPPER

Look at the podium of a large number of churches and you will find written on front the words “This do in remembrance of me.” Ask the average worshiper what those words mean and they will tell you that they are to partake of grape juice and crackers which symbolize the body of Christ which He shed for us. Depending on the denomination this practice is observed once a month or in some cases once a week. They call it taking communion or taking of the Lord’s Supper depending on the denomination. One would assume that the ministers have to be right concerning this practice after all they have the saying written right on their podium and worshipers view it each time they come into the church. Looking at the scriptures one would have to say they are not right and what they observe as the Lord’s Supper or communion is the Passover. We saw from earlier scriptures that Jesus died on the Passover, and that was because He was to become the Passover Lamb. But let’s examine the scriptures to be sure. First we will look at a verse where this saying came from.

Luke 22:19 And he took bread, and gave thanks, and brake it, and gave unto them, saying, This is my body which is given for you: this do in remembrance of me.

Jesus is saying clearly we should do something in remembrance of Him. The question should be what and when should we do it. Now what was Jesus doing when He gave this commandment. The following verses make it very clear that He, along with the disciples, were observing the Passover and partaking in the Passover meal.

Luke 22:11 And ye shall say unto the goodman of the house, The Master saith unto thee, Where is the guest chamber, where I shall eat the passover with my disciples? 
12 And he shall shew you a large upper room furnished: there make ready.

13 And they went, and found as he had said unto them: and they made ready the passover.

14 And when the hour was come, he sat down, and the twelve apostles with him.

15 And he said unto them, With desire I have desired to eat this passover with you before I suffer:

16 For I say unto you, I will not any more eat thereof, until it be fulfilled in the kingdom of God.

But one might say it was His last supper and it was because Jesus died that day however that did not in any way change the fact that Jesus was observing the Passover when He told His disciples, This do in remembrance of me.

17 And he took the cup, and gave thanks, and said, Take this, and divide it among yourselves:

18 For I say unto you, I will not drink of the fruit of the vine, until the kingdom of God shall come.

19 And he took bread, and gave thanks, and brake it, and gave unto them, saying, This is my body which is given for you: this do in remembrance of me.

20 Likewise also the cup after supper, saying, This cup is the new testament in my blood, which is shed for you.

Now Jesus said He would no more eat of the Passover because He knew He was going to die, but His disciples who would continue to observe the Passover, should in the future observe it in remembrance of Him. Why should we observe the Passover in remembrance of Jesus? The answer is simple because He became our Passover Lamb.

1 Corinthians 5:7 Purge out therefore the old leaven, that ye may be a new lump, as ye are unleavened. For even Christ our passover is sacrificed for us:

Moses was instructed by God to have the Israelites sacrifice a lamb and spread it=s blood upon the door post. So that God, who was to kill the 1st born of both man and beast would see the blood and pass over them. This is why Jesus and His disciples were observing the Passover. What does it mean, Christ becoming our Passover? Those who come under the blood of Jesus would be protected from the future plagues that God is to pour upon the world in His Wrath.

Notice even Paul is telling us in the following verse to keep the Feast of Unleavened Bread. This feast comes the day after the Passover. Wouldn't it stand to reason we would observe the Passover also?
I Corinthians 5:8 Therefore let us keep the feast, not with old leaven, neither with the leaven of malice and wickedness; but with the unleavened bread of sincerity and truth.

Not only is the majority of the Christian community not observing the Passover. But what they do observe in place of it, whether it’s communion or the Lord’s supper, they don’t observe at the time the Lord designated.

Leviticus 23:1 And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying,

2 Speak unto the children of Israel, and say unto them, concerning the feasts of the LORD, which ye shall proclaim to be holy convocations, even these are my feasts.

Take note the Lord said these are my feasts not Moses= feasts or the Jews feast. He specifically said these are my feast.

3 Six days shall work be done: but the seventh day is the sabbath of rest, an holy convocation; ye shall do no work therein: it is the sabbath of the LORD in all your dwellings.

4 These are the feasts of the LORD, even holy convocations, which ye shall proclaim in their seasons.

They should be proclaimed in their seasons and the Passover is to be observed the 14th day of the 1st month.

5 In the fourteenth day of the first month at even is the LORD'S passover.

6 And on the fifteenth day of the same month is the feast of unleavened bread unto the LORD: seven days ye must eat unleavened bread.

Again, Christians are quick to profess their love and faith and belief in the Lord but they will allow a pastor to have them practice things that are not supported by the scriptures. Not only are most Christians not observing the Passover or any of the Lord's Holy Days. The days they do observe in the name of the Lord are done at the wrong time. That’s like saying, I love you Lord and although you put in the book, specific days that I am to observe, my pastor came up with some better ones. So I’m going to follow those, even though I can not find them anywhere in the scriptures (Christmas, Easter, Good Friday, Halloween, Communion).  Where is the logic in that way of thinking?
ISN'T SUNDAY THE SABBATH

Since we dealing with the Lord=s Holy Days lets continue along those lines. Now the very 1st day the Lord blessed and sanctified was the Seventh Day.

Genesis 2:2 And on the seventh day God ended his work which he had made; and he rested on the seventh day from all his work which he had made.

3 And God blessed the seventh day, and sanctified it: because that in it he had rested from all his work which God created and made.

Now let’s see what else the Lord said concerning the seventh day.

Exodus 20:8 Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy.

9 Six days shalt thou labour, and do all thy work:

10 But the seventh day is the sabbath of the LORD thy God: in it thou shalt not do any work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter, thy manservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy stranger that is within thy gates:

11 For in six days the LORD made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that in them is, and rested the seventh day: wherefore the LORD blessed the sabbath day, and hallowed it.

The Lord hallowed the seventh day and even gave us instructions concerning that day as part of the Ten Commandments.

Leviticus 23:1 And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying,

2 Speak unto the children of Israel, and say unto them, Concerning the feasts of the LORD, which ye shall proclaim to be holy convocations, even these are my feasts.

3 Six days shall work be done: but the seventh day is the sabbath of rest, an holy convocation; ye shall do no work therein: it is the sabbath of the LORD in all your dwellings.

The scriptures clearly say that the Seventh Day is the Lord’s Sabbath and that is the day we are supposed to have a holy convocation or gathering and worship the Lord. Now look on any calendar and it will tell you that Saturday is the seventh day so that must be the Sabbath. However the majority of Christians worship on Sunday the 1st day of the week. Now you can not confuse the number seven with the number one, so that can not be the reason why churches which are supposed to be for serving the Lord are filled on Sunday the 1st day of the week and empty on Saturday the 7th day of the week. Again ministers teach that Sunday is now the Sabbath of the Lord. Let’s look at the scripture they use to support this change.

Acts 20:7 And upon the first day of the week, when the disciples came together to break bread, Paul preached unto them, ready to depart on the morrow; and continued his speech until midnight.

In looking at this verse, what it says to me is that Paul and the disciples came together to eat and Paul took this opportunity to preach to them. So at best some ministers are saying that since Paul came together with the other disciples on a Sunday and ate and preached to them, somehow the Lord=s Sabbath Day was changed to that day. That sounds like 2 plus 2 equals 5 to me. Lets examine what we have. The Lord blessed and sanctified the seventh day, He hallowed it and called it His Sabbath. He even gave instructions on it, as part of His ten commandments. Paul on the other hand, ate and preached to the other disciples on one Sunday and that now replaces the Lord’s Sabbath. Where is the logic in that way of thinking?
THEY=RE IN HEAVEN

These same ministers who tell you the Lord=s Sabbath is now Sunday will turn around and tell you that your deceased love one has gone on home to be with the Lord. So members of their congregation go around believing their love ones are looking down on them from heaven or if they are doing something wrong their love one is turning over in their grave. That is simply an unadulterated lie. Believe me when I say that I know the pain associated with losing a loved one and am in no way trying to be insensitive but the truth is what ones needs and not some fabricated tale, remember death entered into the world as punishment because man sinned.

Genesis 3:17 And unto Adam he said, Because thou hast hearkened unto the voice of thy wife, and hast eaten of the tree, of which I commanded thee, saying, Thou shalt not eat of it: cursed is the ground for thy sake; in sorrow shalt thou eat of it all the days of thy life;

18 Thorns also and thistles shall it bring forth to thee; and thou shalt eat the herb of the field;

19 In the sweat of thy face shalt thou eat bread, till thou return unto the ground; for out of it wast thou taken: for dust thou art, and unto dust shalt thou return.

Man has managed to ignore the word of God for the most part, but we know that the Lord meant what He said concerning death because man has been dying ever since Adam and Eve sinned. So in an attempt to get around death, some ministers teach that when you die your soul goes off to heaven. Sounds good and in a time of so much pain and sorrow it may even be comforting but it totally goes against the scriptures. Look at what Job had to say.

Job 14:10 But man dieth, and wasteth away: yea, man giveth up the ghost, and where is he?

11 As the waters fail from the sea, and the flood decayeth and drieth up:

12 So man lieth down, and riseth not: till the heavens be no more, they shall not awake, nor be raised out of their sleep.

Job knew he would be in the grave until the world as we know it ends and the Lord comes.

13 O that thou wouldest hide me in the grave, that thou wouldest keep me secret, until thy wrath be past, that thou wouldest appoint me a set time, and remember me!

14 If a man die, shall he live again? all the days of my appointed time will I wait, till my change come.

Solomon the wisest man to ever live, tells us that all die and simply returns to dust.

Ecclesiastes 3:19 For that which befalleth the sons of men befalleth beasts; even one thing befalleth them: as the one dieth, so dieth the other; yea, they have all one breath; so that a man hath no preeminence above a beast: for all is vanity.

20 All go unto one place; all are of the dust, and all turn to dust again.

21 Who knoweth the spirit of man that goeth upward, and the spirit of the beast that goeth downward to the earth?

If our deceased loved ones had already gone home to be with the Lord, then there would have been no reason for Jesus to make the following statement about raising up all them given to Him by the Father on the last day. He not only said it once He said it three times. Think about it, according to some ministers the deceased are already with Jesus. So why does He need to raise them up?

John 6:35 And Jesus said unto them, I am the bread of life: he that cometh to me shall never hunger; and he that believeth on me shall never thirst.

36 But I said unto you, That ye also have seen me, and believe not.

37 All that the Father giveth me shall come to me; and him that cometh to me I will in no wise cast out.

38 For I came down from heaven, not to do mine own will, but the will of him that sent me.

39 And this is the Father's will which hath sent me, that of all which he hath given me I should lose nothing, but should raise it up again at the last day.

40 And this is the will of him that sent me, that every one which seeth the Son, and believeth on him, may have everlasting life: and I will raise him up at the last day.

44 No man can come to me, except the Father which hath sent me draw him: and I will raise him up at the last day.

Now there is one last place to see, that the dead remain even to this day, in the place in which they were buried.

Revelation 20:12 And I saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books were opened: and another book was opened, which is the book of life: and the dead were judged out of those things which were written in the books, according to their works.

13 And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and hell delivered up the dead which were in them: and they were judged every man according to their works.

The question one should have is how logical is my belief or way of worship?
